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Alpaca fiber is seven 

times warmer than 

wool!  Thanks to the 

microscopic pockets 

within the fibers that 

trap air. 
 

Many people who are 

“allergic” to wool are 

very comfortable wear-

ing alpaca fiber.  This 

is because the scales on 

the outside of the al-

paca fiber are much 

smaller than scales on 

wool fiber. Alpaca fiber 

contains no lanolin so 

those who are sensitive 

to the substance wear 

alpaca comfortably. 
 

Alpaca is generally 

blended with other fi-

bers, especially wool 

and mohair to add elas-

ticity, luster and du-

rability.  Silk also 

adds luster; and cot-

ton blended with the 

alpaca makes the al-

paca less warm, 

thereby more of an all

-season yarn. 

Shorn every year each 

alpaca will 

produce a 

fleece that 

weighs be-

tween 4 & 

8 pounds. 

Alpaca is a 

protein fi-

ber, and 

moths love 

to eat protein fibers! 

It is very important to 

keep your alpaca gar-

ments clean to  pre-

serve your garment(s). 

Alpaca was virtually 

unknown beyond the 

Andes until the mid 

19th century.  98% of 

the world’s alpaca 

population lives in 

South America.  Until 

1984 it was illegal to 

export alpacas from 

South America. 
 

There are two 

distinct breeds of 

alpaca; Suri 

whose hair hangs 

down from their 

bodies in dread-

lock style waves, 

and Huacyaa 

whose hair sticks 

straight out from 

their bodies. 

Alpaca, did you know? 
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Mexican Cheese Dip 
 

3 cups plain lowfat yogurt   1 cup canned black beans, rinsed and drained 

2 cloves garlic, minced   1 small tomato, seeded and chopped 

2 teaspoons ground cumin   2 tablespoons canned diced green chilies 

1/2 teaspoon seasoned salt   2 cups shredded Mexican cheese blend 

1 medium red sweet pepper, diced  1/4 cup snipped fresh cilantro 

2 cups frozen whole kernel corn, thawed Fresh cilantro sprigs 

Tortilla chips or crackers 

 

Directions: 

Cook time:  30 minutes    Chill overnight 

1. Line a yogurt strainer, sieve, or a small colander with three layers of 100% cotton cheesecloth or a 

clean paper coffee filter.  Suspend lined strainer, sieve, or colander over a bowl.  Spoon in yogurt.  

Cover with plastic wrap and chill overnight. 

2. Remove yogurt cheese from strainer; discard liquid.  Transfer to medium bowl.  Stir in garlic, 

cumin and salt.  Fold in sweet pepper, corn, black beans, tomato, green chilies, 1 1/2 cups of the 

cheese and the cilantro. 

3. Spoon into crock or spread on a platter.  Top with remaining cheese and cilantro sprigs. 

4. Serve with tortilla chips or crackers.  Makes 4 cups dip.
